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Dysart After School Club 
 
Yorda Adventures work in partnership with Dysart School to provide their Working 
Parents After School Club, which runs throughout the academic year. 
 
Places at After School Club are open to families where one or both parent/carer is 
employed. We currently have a waiting list as there are more families who would 
like a space than there is funding. 
 
After School Club leaves the school site at 3pm; the same time as everyone else 
leaves to go home for the day. 
 
After School Club access play or leisure activities in the community within the     
Borough of Kingston. We also use a local Scout Hut to play and relax in. 
 
Staying at school for an extended time might prove too difficult for some of the 
young people we work with. By going off school premises and out into the       
community we hope to provide a fun and exciting experience for all of the children 
and young people who come to After School Club. 
 
The young people at After School Club are between the ages of  5 and 19yrs. 
They all have a Severe Learning Disability. They might also have Autism, Downs 
Syndrome or a Global Development Delay amongst other conditions. 
 
All Yorda Adventures staff are trained to work with the children & young people 
who access our projects. You will learn how to communicate effectively, how to 
deal with challenging behaviour and how to ensure that each young person has 
fun in a safe and secure environment.
